Lacrosse in Europe comes of age.

It is 21 years since Field Lacrosse first started in mainland
Europe. It was in June 1988 when a group of players from England
travelled to Prague, Czechoslovakia, to meet with a group of
young men who wanted to play Field Lacrosse, and the rest, as
they say, is history.

Since 1988 European Lacrosse has expanded to encompass 22 member
countries, with another 6 countries where Lacrosse is in its
early stages. The latter include Istanbul in Turkey, Belgrade in
Serbia, St. Petersburg and Moscow in Russia, Budapest and
Debrecen in Hungary, Athens in Greece and Coimbra in Portugal.

We now have over 200 Clubs in "Zurope. In 1988 the only European
country with men's Lacrosse was England, so we have made good
progress I think we have benefited from 2009 being a Golden Year
for Lacrosse worldwide, and I sincerely hope we can continue to
build on the foundations we have developed so far.

Well so much for history. How can we make 2010 as even better
year for European Lacrosse. Well fortunately we have two skilled
volunteers in Matthias Lockemann, the men's Referee Co-ordinator,
and Henning Schmidt, the Men's Coaching Co-ordinator, who have
organised a number of courses during the past year but they will
be stepping up their activities in 2010, both to consolidate the
the work they have already carried out and to raise the standard
of their courses for the benefit of our game.

I am sure it has been noticed that Ladies Lacrosse has not been
s0 progessive as one would have hoped and we are determined to
rectify this situation. Our Ladies Umpire Co-ordinatior, Ann
Hutchings, will be pro-active in running courses and Henning
Schmidt will again include women's coaching courses alongside
